Records- 10-day Investigation

e Under current law, individuals adjudicated or committed to any mental institution
are prohibited from being sold a firearm and such records shall be included on
background check system. Such definition has been expanded to include juveniles
16 years of age or older by having those records provided by a State to the
background check system only for the purposes of deeper investigation for the
transfer of a firearm between the ages of 18-20 years old.

e Ifanindividual is under 21 years old, they will receive a unique ID number, get the
regular 3-business day background check- but NICS must check with states and
local law enforcement to determine if individual had a juvenile record that would
disqualify them from purchasing firearm.

e If no NICS IDed disqualification/or possible -> firearm transfer

e Upto 10-day Investigation Period for Possible Juvenile Record
Disqualification: If NICs IDed possible disqualifying juvenile record—> FBI
investigate within 3 days under current law; If FBI shows cause for more time to
investigate nature and substance of disqualification, they have no more than 7
additional business days

o Clarifies and codifies the definition of who is a dealer in firearms, by removing
“principal objective of livelihood and profit” and replacing it with “to
predominantly earn a profit”

e “Predominantly earn a profit” means to obtain pecuniary gain (and not other intents
like improving/liquidating a personal firearm collection); and doesn’t apply for the
purposes of terrorism
